Purpose Statement:
· [bookmark: _GoBack]The goal of the pedestrian safety corridor evaluation is to reduce the frequency and severity of pedestrian crashes and develop safer walkable environments. The evaluation process empowers stakeholders to take leadership roles by working collaboratively with a team to evaluate needs and identify measures to improve safety. The guidelines identify steps in a process involving the collection and evaluation of data to develop engineering, enforcement and education solutions (the “3-E Approach”). The pedestrian safety corridor evaluation is optimal when all steps and all stakeholders are involved, but is flexible enough to be partially used, depending local conditions and resources.
